• Follow “Guidelines for Acceptable Use of Technology Resources “(utilizing 
school technology ONLY for academic purposes assigned/directed by 
instructors). 

• Actively collaborate with fellow students to develop quality solutions to problems 
assigned in each class.  

• Attend 90% of all field opportunities offered through the CHS Academy (i.e. 
orientation, team-building, field trips, shadow days, and internships).  Permission 
to be excused from a field opportunity must be obtained from the CHS Academy 
leader, twenty-four hours prior to the event unless the absence is an illness.   

• Commit to at least the first full academic year. 

• Accept additional assessments the Academy uses to determine the best path for 
Individual Graduation Plans. 

• Understand that additional school supplies may need to be provided for some of 
the CHS Academy projects. 

• Understand that if class time and work are missed, the student is still responsible 
for assignments.
